Childcan has been assisting families since 1974 
Since 1974 Childcan has been supporting children and their families living with childhood cancer and diagnosed at Children’s Hospital, London Health Sciences Centre, London, and include those living in Middlesex, Elgin, Haldimand-Norfolk, Huron, Perth, Huron, Lambton, Essex, Kent, Huron, Grey, and Bruce, counties. 

Some families will receive ongoing treatment and care in one of the satellite clinics at Windsor Regional Hospital and Grand River Hospital – Kitchener, while still attending clinics, tests, and appointments in London. 
Childcan works with the London Health Sciences Centre/Children’s Hospital of Western Ontario, the Oncology teams, satellite clinics, and various community agencies to enhance quality of life for those children affected with childhood cancer, and their families. 
Childcan provides financial resources for programs and services such as…
· Provide a parking pass for parents while their child is on active treatment in London, parking tokens for families attending offsite clinics at Windsor Regional Hospital and Grand River Hospital, Kitchener.
· Families traveling to Toronto Sick Kids for tests and surgeries including bone marrow harvest and transplants, have their parking covered while at sick kids. Families also receive a care package that includes Tim Horton’s gift certificates, gift cards for incidental purchases, phone cards, and other pertinent information during their time in Toronto.
· Assist with financial supports upon request, as individual as the families supported. (Application required through social work or Interlink Community Nurse) 

· Provide each newly diagnosed child with a handmade quilt lovingly made by quilting groups from the region. 
· Hold weekly support group referred to as “Coffee Time” on 7th floor in-patients Children’s Hospital at London Health Sciences Centre.  This gives parents and families the opportunity to put their feet up, take a break and connect with other parents over coffee and goodies.
· Host and facilitate a monthly support group at Windsor Regional Hospital. 
· Offering financial resources for community-based family, marriage, and bereavement counselling

· Organizing and facilitating annual family day trip to Canada’s Wonderland for the entire family to help celebrate the joys of today and have fun.  

· End of active treatment recognition program in partnership with the Optimist Clubs of London, Zone’s 5 & 9.
· Host a yearly Memorial Service for families and the community.
· Providing Easter, Thanksgiving and New Year’s Dinner is for families admitted to hospital during the holidays. 

· Annual Christmas parties in London and Windsor for families of children who are or have been on treatment including presents for all the children in the family.
· Provide two $1000.00 scholarships every year, the Jerry Hettinga Scholarship, for two childhood cancer survivors who are attending post secondary education.
· Funding for various innovative Paediatric research projects.  

· Supporting young cancer survivors in attending conferences retreats and events related to cancer.

WE ALSO SUPPORT…
· The Child Life program by purchasing current movies and video games for the children to use in hospital and fund the sibling “Bravery Beads” Program and the “Off Treatment” award program.

· Pediatric Oncology In-patient unit by providing assistance with purchasing medical equipment, resource materials, 
· The Pediatric Medical Day Unit “Treasure Chest” programs, rewards patients for their bravery and acknowledges their courage at both CHWO and Windsor Regional Hospital.
· The Art Therapy Program this helps children deal with their peers and their fears through artwork and crafts.

· Camp Trillium, a childhood cancer recreational program available to patients and their families provided at both camp and in the hospital.
